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Once upon a time, LMC Director, Mrs. Bev Frett and Story-
teller, Mrs. Sue Black decided to start a storytelling club at
Clow School. Only four kids signed up. But with four kids we
discovered we could do some really exciting things like visit
other storytellers, tell to other kids at Clow School, and record
stories on the Clow website.

Since then, over 127 students have become storytellers. Story-
telling Club meets before and sometimes after school. This
year, 26 students in grades three to five have participated.
There is even a group of students who come back to Clow
from Gregory Middle School to tell stories and they are known
as the Tattle Tales. Our storytellers tell their stories to audi-
ences in classrooms, at preschools, for Brownie Troops, to
classes at other schools, bookstores, festivals, at the District
#204 Fine Arts Festival, and to their families.

May 22 - 26, 2006 marks the Fourth Annual Clow School Sto-
rytelling Festival. The festival is 5 days of student and profes-

sional storytelling. It is a celebration of stories and the commu-
nity we create when we tell one another our stories.

New this year: Kids 'N Stories Change the World!
The storytellers will collect change, coins only, during the week
of the festival. All donations will be going to a cause re-
searched and selected by this year's storytellers, The Ameri-
can Cancer Society. We're out to prove that together, kids 'n

stories can change the world!

Jim is a storyteller who speaks in
the natural, matter-of-fact style of
the fathers, horse traders, and
small-town raconteurs who popu-
lated rural McHenry County, Illi-
nois where his family has lived
since the 1840's.

He offers stories from traditional
sources. These folk tales, myths,
legends and ghost stories from

{ various cultures worldwide have
the humor and wisdom of the
great tales that have been pre-
served in every culture and
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handed down orally from one

generation to the next.

Jim May's stories have taken him across the United States and
Europe. He has told at schools, corporations, professional groups,
and festivals across the land. Chicagoans know him from his ap-
pearances on WGN's Roy Leonard Show and from the Studs Terkel
radio show on WFEMT-FM. He received a 1989 Chicago Emmy
award for a WTTW-Channel 11 production of his original story, "A
Bell For Shorty."

In addition to telling stories he offers workshops for professional
groups and people of all ages on how to tell stories as well as how
to create original stories from family heritage and personal experi-
ence.
